Please read the following guidance to assist with the structure and format of your poster.
Poster Presentation Format
Title
The title of your abstract should be succinct yet accurately describe its main content. Do not use abbreviations. Use sentence case (i.e. the first letter of the sentence is capitalised and the rest in lower case, apart from proper nouns and acronyms). 
Authors
Please give the first name, surname and institution name (place of work or location where work was carried out) of main authors associated with abstract; omit degrees, titles or appointments. 
Contact Details
Please provide work contact details.
Formatting
· Can we suggest that Posters should be no larger than  A1(594×841) orA0(841×1189)
· Posters with 800 words or less are perfect. Avoid submitting compactly packed, high word-count posters
· Keep the text formatting consistent throughout.  The title, contents and the author’s information should be clearly visible from a distance of 1-2 feet.   
· Text should be readable from a viewing distance of more than one metre.  Use large text (your text should be at least 18-24 point; headings 30-60 point; title >72pt).  The text should also be easy to scan at this distance so that your information is understood quickly.
· Present numerical data in the form of graphs, rather than tables (graphs make trends in the data much more evident). If data must be presented in table-form, keep it simple.

· Give careful consideration to their visual appearance as well as their content.  Use bright colours to enhance the detail.
