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WELCOME TO THE ACPPLD WEBSITE 

Congratulations, you are now a member of the Association of Chartered Physiotherapists for People with Learning Disabilities (ACPPLD). There are many benefits to being a member of this professional network and we very much hope you will find it to be of value to you. 
The ACPPLD has its own website which is linked to the main CSP website, and on this you will find more up to date information about the ACPPLD; its news, events, publications and regions. Although anyone can access the ACPPLD website, there is a significant amount of content on the site which is restricted access to “members only”. Please check back regularly to see the updates & to link with our Learning Disabilities network on iCSP. The following information may be useful for you if you are not already familiar with our website:

The ACPPLD website can be accessed by typing the following address into your browser bar http://acppld.csp.org.uk 
If you do not have an account on the CSP website you will first need to register, before you can access the ACPPLD website. Details of how to do this are at the end of this document.
If you do already have an account on the CSP website you will not need to register again. Your same log-in details will also allow you access to the ACPPLD website. Once your ACPPLD membership is activated we will add you to our member list and the next time you log in to the CSP website the ACPPLD should show up on your list of ‘groups’ within ‘your account’ page. If you have received confirmation of your membership from us and ACPPLD does not appear in your list of groups, please let us know using the ‘contact us’ link on the website which can be accessed without being registered as a member. 
THE ACPPLD WEBSITE GUIDE

The ACPPLD website is simple and easy to use. If you require different font sizes, styles, or colours this needs to be altered on your internet browser settings as it is not a direct feature of the website. All parts of the ACPPLD website are accessible from the main home page window. On the home page you will see a list of options down the left side of the page – these are the website sections. Clicking any of these tabs will take you directly to that section of the website. This list is visible on all pages of the website so at any time if you want to return to the home page, just click the top tab marked ACPPLD. 
The following is a guide to what can be found in each section of the website:
ACPPLD Home Page

The home page displays the ACPPLD logo and the navigation list already mentioned. Also on the home page you will find “latest news” which is a link to the 3 most recent news stories on the website. If you want to read the news article in full, click on the title of the news article or alternatively click on the ‘read more’ link at the bottom of the latest news section. “Highlights” is also a part of the home page and this is usually something specific we want to highlight to you for your information. The final part of the home page is the “Latest from CSP”. This is updated automatically by the CSP but is normally news items or documents which they think are relevant to the Learning Disability specialism.
About us

This section tells you about the ACPPLD and our aims. Also listed here are the details of the current national executive committee of the ACPPLD, along with their contact email addresses and telephone numbers. If you wish to contact any of us this is the place to look.
Join us

This section gives you details about how to join the ACPPLD as well as the membership form and standing order form available to download. Currently there is not an online joining option, however this is a feature we may be able to offer in the future in this section.
News

This section contains all of the news stories that we have published on the website starting with the most recent. If you wish to read any article in full, click the title to open it properly. 

Learning Disabilities Physiotherapy

This is a brief section which gives basic information to members of the public about Physiotherapy in Learning Disabilities .

Documents

This section contains a significant number of useful documents which may be relevant to your practice within Learning Disabilities. Some of the documents are for public viewing but many of them are for members only. If you do not log-in before you view the website, only the public documents will be available to view on your page, therefore to get the best information from the site it is vitally important that you log-in on each visit. The documents are listed in date order (most recent first) and not split into categories. This is a development we may hope to have in the future. Most of these documents are not ACPPLD documents and are from external sources, so their inclusion on our site does not assume our endorsement of the document. Most documents can be downloaded for you to peruse at your leisure.
Useful websites

This section contains links to various websites that either the committee have personally found useful, or that others within the Learning Disabilities field have sent us. Similar to the documents section, their inclusion on our site does not indicate endorsement by ACPPLD, however members may find them useful. 
Regions

Our Regions section tells you all the different regional branches of the ACPPLD that exist so that you can identify your local region. Each region has contact details for its chairperson, secretary and area rep. If you wish to know more about what’s happening in your region you can contact your local committee directly using these details. Please remember that the ACPPLD regions are not exclusive, so if you live or work near a different region you will always be made most welcome to attend their events, as well as your own region. The area reps for each region are the link to the national executive committee. If you wish to know more about the national activities of ACPPLD and don’t wish to contact the main committee members directly, your area rep will be your most appropriate contact. 

Newsletters

This section contains previous issues of our ACPPLD newsletter since 2006. As this is one of the main benefits of being an ACPPLD member (as well as this wonderful website () this section is exclusively for members only. If you click on this page whilst not logged in, you will be denied access.

Annual Learning Event

This section gives details of each year’s Annual Learning Event. Throughout the year this will be updated with draft programmes (as they become available), application forms, travel information and reports on the previous learning event. As our national AGM is always held at the Annual Learning Event you will also find documents relating to the AGM in this section. Whilst the details about the learning event will be able to be viewed by anyone, all AGM documents and some other items will only be available to members so again please ensure you log-in prior to visiting this section.
Courses and events

This section gives details of any upcoming courses and events from across the country. We have deliberately put this together in one section and not split this into regions, as often people may be willing to travel to another region for an event which interests them. Please note that due to the CSP regulations around advertising we are only able to advertise ACPPLD events or free events that are not for profit. Unfortunately, we are unable to advertise events which charge a fee and are not ACPPLD events, even if you are only aiming to cover your costs.
Contact us

This section is where to go if you need to contact us. The page gives you the option of contacting our Chairperson, website officer and membership secretary. Please complete the enquiry form and then select which officer you want your query to be sent to. 
Contributions to website

We aim to keep the website as informative as possible for members and to ensure that the content displayed is as current as possible. CSP members need an account to access member-only content and some online services. Go to www.csp.org.uk and follow these steps to register an account with CSP:
These instructions are from the CSP therefore if you have any problems please do not contact ACPPLD, instead contact the CSP’s Enquiry Handling Unit on 020 7306 6666 and they will help you to complete the process

· Click the ‘Log in’ link located above the search box in the upper right of the website.  Alternatively scroll down to the ‘User Login’ form at the bottom left of every page. 

· Click on the ’Create a new account’ link. 

· Fill out your details - for CSP members this includes your membership number and date of birth. 

· Accept the Terms of Service for the site and 'Submit' the form. 

· If you are a member, your details will be checked against our database, and you’ll be advised if they don’t match the records we have. Get in touch if you have any problems. 

· Your password and further instructions will be sent to your e-mail address. 

· Check your inbox and find the email from CSP.  This contains a link to validate your account.  

· Click on the validation link.  You’ll be taken to the site and asked to choose a password for your account.
· If you don’t receive the email, first check your junk mail folder. If you have no success please contact the enquiry handling unit (number above). 

· CSP members please note: you will have to validate your profile and membership details the first time you login.  

· You will then be given the opportunity to set up your website account, for example, subscribe to networks and regions. 

· Your account is all set up and ready to use.
